The first thing to know about CAT is that dogs do not compete against each other. Each dog runs individually and
chases an artificial lure on either a 300 or 600-yard-long course depending on their size. The dog must complete
the course in less than 2 minutes to qualify and will be judged with a pass or fail score. The maximum time limit
is set for easy achievability. The course is fully fenced in for safety.
